Planned Giving occurs when professionals help individuals plan their estates and their
charitable giving in ways that benefit both the family and the charity. Our Federal Tax Code
allows for several trust and gift agreements that are used in making these planned gifts to
charity and that also provide some tax benefits.

Situation: Many people purchase an asset hoping that it will increase in value. When it does, they
would like to sell it and either reinvest in another growth asset or spend the proceeds. The issue that
arises is that capital gains tax must be paid on the appreciation if they sell. Therefore, many people
hold on to highly appreciated property rather than sell and pay the tax. The plans below all can be
funded by these appreciated assets, allowing considerable tax savings. What plan meets each need?

Desire #1. Many older donors, typically above age 75, prefer to have a fixed monthly payout rather
than a percentage payout, which can vary year to year. They want to plan on a certain monthly
payment and are not as worried about inflation protection due to their age. They plan to benefit their
favorite charity with whatever remains upon their death. What is the best option(s) for these older
donors?

Desire #2. Donors with large estates would like to pass as much to family as possible and pay as little
gift or estate tax as possible. What tax planning vehicle allows them to accomplish this goal; while
additionally benefiting charity?

Desire #3. Older donors may want to contribute an amount to charity and receive a guaranteed fixed
payment for life. The charity will receive approximately 50% of the gift. Their heirs are provided for with
other assets. What should they ask their financial advisor for?

Desire #4. Grandparents would like to fund a portion of their grandchildren’s college education.
Additional benefits to the grandparents are a charitable deduction plus bypass of capital gain. How can
they do this?

Desire #5. A donor prefers a monthly return with inflation protection. He or she wants an immediate
charitable income tax deduction plus guaranteed income for life. He or she would like to promise their
alma mater the remaining value upon their death. What should they use to achieve this?
